was 61 percent for King, 37 per-
cent for Hubler and two percent for 
Vaca.

Across the Fifth district, King 
received 60 percent of the vote to 
37.3 percent for Hubler and 2.7 
percent for Vaca.

State senate race
 There are also three candidates 
running for state senator in district 
48 in a race where there is no in-
cumbent after Republican Jeff An-
gelo decided not to run again.
 Democrat Ruth Smith of La-
moni recieved 1,266 votes, Repub-
lican Kim Reynolds of Osceola 
received 1,264 votes and indepen-
dent Rodney Schmidt of Garden 
Grove  received 88 votes in Ring-
gold county.

Across the district, Reynolds 
received 53 percent of the vote to 
43.3 percent for Smith and 3.7 per-
cent for Schmidt.

In Ringgold county the vote 
percentages were 48 percent for 
Reynolds, 48 percent for Smith 
and four percent for Schmidt.

State representative
 In the race for state represen-
tative in the 96th district, Repub-
lican incumbent Cecil Dolecheck 
of Mount Ayr held off a challenge 
from Democrat Dennis R. Cooper 
of Bedford, partly with the help of 
the Ringgold county vote.
 Dolecheck received 1,869 votes 
to 799 votes for Cooper in Ring-
gold county. This was a 70 percent 
majority and provided 1,070 of the 
2,514 victory margin.
 Across the district, Dolecheck 
received 7,771 votes or 59.6 per-
cent while Cooper received 5,257 
votes or 40.4 percent.

Supervisor seats
 There are four people running 
for the two open Ringgold county 
supervisor seats.
 Incumbent Republican Wayne 
Kemery placed fourth in the •eld 
to be eliminated in a race that was 
very close for second.
 Democrat Dale Walters led the 
way with 1,363 votes. Republican 
Kurt Shaha received 1,226 votes to 
edge out Democrat Lyle Minnick, 
who had 1,224 votes. Kemery re-
ceived 1,052 votes.

County auditor
 For county auditor there is no 
incumbent on the ballot. Repub-
lican Laurie Greenman received 
1,325 votes, just seven votes more 
than Democrat Shawna Fletcher, 
who had 1,318 votes. 

County sheriff
 Incumbent Democrat Mike E. 
Sobotka was seeing re-election as 
the only candidate on the ballot for 
Ringgold county sheriff.
 Sobotka received 2,204 votes to 
be re-elected to the position, while 
167 people wrote in candidates

Constitutional amendment
 The constitutional amendment 

changes the wording in one section 
of the constitution to re!ect more 
modern wording.
 The Iowa constitution currently 
says that a person cannot legally 
be an elector who is an “idiot” or 
“insane.” The wording would be 
changed to say that “a person ad-
judged mentally incompetent to 
vote” could not serve as an elec-
tor.
 The non-controversial amend-
ment passed 1,844 to 429 among 
Ringgold county voters for an 81 
percent majority and passed easily 
cross the state as well.
Extension council
 Four people are seeking elec-
tion on the agriculture extension 
board where four board seats are 
open.
  Amy Whittington led vote get-
ters with 1,888 while Bonnie La-
ron had 1,724, Karen L. Pettinger 
had 1,721 and John S. Thorpe had 
1,525.

County conservation board
 The Ringgold County Soil and 
Water Conservation board had 
three candidates seeing election 
for three openings.
  Everett Lee Faris received 
1,977 votes, Jim Hullinger re-
ceived 1,716 votes and Lawrence 
L. Rychnovsky received, 1,562 
votes.

Hospital board
 Two openings are on the bal-
lot for Ringgold County Hospital 
board of trustees with only one 
name on the ballot.
 William J. Armstrong received 
2,249 votes. The other member of 
the board will be determined when 
the 244 write-in ballots are counted 
later.

Township elections
 There are only a few candidates 
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on the ballot for trustees in the six 
townships where elections are still 
being held.

In Union township, Ron Crev-
eling received 168 votes and Scott 
Derscheid  received 140 votes to 
be elected.

There were 19 write-in votes in 
Athens township, 15 write-in votes 
in Clinton township, three votes in 
Waubonsie township, eight votes 
in Lotts Creek township and 23 
votes in Grant township.

The auditor’s of•ce will try to 
•nd two people to serve on the 
township boards from the names 
written in.

Judge retention
A number of judges were up for 

approval at the election as well.
Three members of the Supreme 

Court which voters will have a 
chance to approve include Brent 
Appel, Mark S. Cady and Daryl L. 
Hecht. Appel received 1,283 yes 
votes and 694 no votes in Ring-
gold county. Cady received 1,226 
yes votes and 701 no votes. Hecht 
received 1,253 yeas votes and 668 
no votes.

On the state court of appeals, 
judges Larry J. Eisenhauer, Terry 
L. Huitink and Rosemary Shaw 
Sackett are up for votes again. 
Eisenhauer received 1,289 yes 
votes to 651 no votes.  Huitink re-
ceived 1,240 yes ballots and 669 
no ballots.

In the district court 5B election, 
David L. Christensen and Monty 
W. Franklin are up for a vote this 
year. 

Christensen received the most 
support of any of the judges in 
county voting. Christensen had 
1,737 voting yes and 427 voting 
no. 

Judge Franklin received 1,336 
ves votes and 612 no votes.

 Work is still being done on the 
case of the unidenti•ed body dis-
covered two miles away from the 
present site on December 3, 2007 
along 200th Street in section 27 of 
Liberty township, though there is 
no indication that the two deaths 
are connected in any way.
 A body of a Caucasian or His-
panic male 5’3” to 5’6” tall was 
discovered at that time by hunters 
and has still not been identi•ed,

 That person was shot about 
May 1, 2007, according to of•-
cial reports, and his body drug to 
an area of trees and grass, where it 
was left.
 The murder victim was wear-
ing a pair of DVS shoes, Tommy 
Hil•ger jean shorts and a maroon 
hooded sweatshirt and  “Lord of 
the Rings” ring.
 Edward Eugene Gray Jr. of 
College Springs had been charged 
in the murder, but Gray was later 
released and charges dropped for 
the present while the investigation 
of that murder continues.
