At the age of 107, Frank Wood-
ruff Buckles is the last living veter-
an of the “war to end all wars,” also 
called the war to make the “world 
safe for democracy,” by president 
Woodrow Wilson. The October 
2008 Smithsonian magazine, in an 
article entitled “The Last Dough-
boy,” tells Frank Buckles story.

In 1917 the United States had 
just entered World War I and young 
Frank was determined to enlist. He 
lied about his age; he was just 16 
and enlisted in the army in 1917. 
Frank Buckles never saw any ac-
tion in a war that claimed the lives 
of 8.5 million soldiers and an equal 
number of civilians. The Armistice 
that ended the •ghting was signed 
at 5 a.m. in the morning of Novem-
ber 11, 1918. By agreement, there 
were six more hours of slaughter 
ending on the 11th hour, of the 
11th day, of the 11th month. 

Next week Veterans Day, now 
honoring all American veterans, 
will mark the 90th anniversary of 
the end of that terrible con!ict. The 
•rst proclaimed Armistice Day by 
president Woodrow Wilson was 
November 11, 1919. President 
Eisenhower signed a bill making 
it a national holiday to honor all 
American veterans May 26, 1954. 
Congress amended this act on No-
vember 8, 1954, changing Armi-
stice to Veterans and since then it 
has been known as Veterans Day. 

The library has two excel-
lent books which tell the story of 
World War I or the Great War, from 
the viewpoint of the soldiers who 
fought in that war. One is the clas-
sic, “All Quiet On The Western 
Front” by Erich Maria Remarque. 
“All Quiet On The Western Front” 
is the story of a young German en-
listee who discovered the horrors 
of trench warfare. 

“To The Last Man” by Jeff 
Shaara begins with the big offen-
sives of the Somme and Verdun 
in 1916, attempts by both sides to 
break the stalemate of entrenched 
positions on the western front. 
When the offensives of the Somme 
and Verdun ended there were a 
million casualties: British, French 
and German and the lines hadn’t 
moved more than a mile. 

As we remember and honor all 
American veterans this Veterans 
Day, November 11, we still have 
one living veteran of that long 
ago war. In March of 2008, Frank 
Buckles was invited to the White 
House when President Bush recog-
nized his World War I service.

New position to 
assist landowners 
with conservation  

The Nature Conservancy (TNC) 
has partnered up with Missouri 
Department of Conservation, Iowa 
Department of Natural Resources, 
Pheasants Forever and Fish and 
Wildlife Service to fund a new pri-
vate land coordinator position.   

The Nature Conservancy des-
ignated 70,000 acres of Ringgold 
county Iowa and Harrison county 
Missouri as a conservation focus 
area for grassland birds.  The focus 
area, called the Grand River Grass-
lands Conservation Opportunity 
Area, was chosen due to the large 
percentage of grassland remaining 
in the area.  

The new private land coordina-
tor Kindra Orbin, was hired to help 
private landowners within this 
focus area with conservation and 
wildlife related needs.  Orbin will 
be a liaison between Missouri and 
Iowa TNC, IDNR and MDC.  She 
will also be responsible for doing 
outreach education workshops in 
the area, as well as helping land-
owners get cost-share to do conser-
vation work.   

Orbin is working out of the 
TNC Dunn Ranch of•ce near Eag-
leville, MO.   She can help private 
landowners get signed up for cost-
share available in the area and an-
swer any wildlife and conservation 
questions.  Examples of cost-shared 
projects include tree removal, con-
version of fescue pastures to native 
grass pastures, invasive species re-
moval and prairie establishment.

federal income tax return.

Help can be received for annual 
gross incomes of $15,600 for one 
person, $21,000 for two persons, 
$26,400 for three persons, $31,800 
for four persons or $37,200 for •ve 
persons.

The program is not designed 
to pay a household’s total energy 
costs but will supply supplemental 
assistance based on several factors. 
After a household is approved for 
assistance, a one-time payment 
will be made to the primary fuel 
vendor.
