Hospital board moving forward on
new building project in several ways

 On September 14 Ted Lentz, from 
Yanik Companies completed the 
functional space planning, which is 
how much area is needed for dif•cult 
hospital functions. The next step will 
be to go over the plan with all of the 
departments, which is scheduled for 
September 19 and 20. On September 
25 and 27 the architect will start 
doing the space modeling with the 
different departments.
 The Yanik •rm is currently devel-
oping the request for proposal for a 
construction management company 
which is scheduled to go out by 
September 21.
 On the regulatory side, hospital 
administrator Gordon Winkler vis-
ited with Ed McIntosh of the Dorsey 
and Whitney law •rm about drafting 
the required regulatory noti•cations. 
The law requires that critical access 
hospitals intending to relocate ensue 

and provide documentation to prove 
that the relocated facility will serve 
essentially the same community and 
be essentially the same provider as 
the original facility. To document 
this, hospitals must meet the “75 
percent requirements.” The replace-
ment facility must serve at least 75 
percent of the same service area, 
provide at least 75 percent of same 
services and 75 percent of the same 
staff.
 Pertaining to the •nancing side 
of the project, Yanik Companies 
is now contacting •rms that have 
contacted the hospital having an 
interest in •nancing of the project.
 The hospital is waiting for BKD 
to compile the •scal year 07 audit to 
have the most current information 
available to update the hospital’s 
debt capacity and •nancial fore-
casts.

 The land or site committee has 
been working on a purchase agree-
ment which is close to being •nal-
ized. Mid-State Surveying out of 
Creston will do the survey for the le-
gal description. After the property is 
cleared, they will do a topographical 
survey and GSI out of Des Moines 
will do the soil borings to analyze 
soil type and compaction.

Joe Watt with BKD, the hospital’s 
audit •rm, suggested changing to a 
standard straight line depreciation 
model. The board passed a resolution 
to adopt new depreciation guide-
lines.
